Minutes of the STC Meeting held on 29.03.2011 at 12.30 PM in the Committee Room of Sinchai Bhawan, Sector-5, Panchkula under the Chairmanship of Worthy Engineer-in-Chief.

The list of participants is enclosed as Annexure-I. The deliberations and the record thereof is as follows:
1.  Deposit Work Project for Constructing of X- Regulator at  JLN Feeder RD-165000 for  regulation of canal water supply for the Public Health Department Water Tank , Estimated Cost Rs. 9974628.00 .

  
The Scheme falls in the jurisdiction of the LCU. In the meeting CE/LCU pointed out that cross regulator to feed the PHED have been completed on jui feeder in Bhiwani. Moreover to check the leakage, cross regulator is must for up keep of channels. This was over ruled by the committee. The Chairman 
expressed his opinion that Public health Department has already been provided dual supply and therefore the scheme like this should not have been submitted at all. However if PHED requires additional supplies they can lift the water through their own arrangements from the existing X- Regulator  2.00 KM, D/S Jhajjar Sub Branch or alternatively make arrangements for connection, through a pipeline with the Sub- branch or 1560000 RD head regulator. Sh. Rajinder Singh, Member was of the opinion that making a cross regulator in the network impedes supplies and this type of demand will become ubiquitous in the department and such practice must be stopped forthwith.  Worthy Chairman has expressed his deep anguish over malfunctioning of the network due to poor upkeep of the system to the extent that even the sump bells have not been cleared for the last 2 years. Had some semblance of action been performed, the need and even conceptualization of such projects would have been obviated. The Chairman directed that sumps wells be cleared impromptue.He further added that Providing of X-Regulator at 165000 shall impact the downstream stakeholders perniciously. 

    The STC decided to reject the project.
2.  Project for Constructing Gindokhar Minor from KM 0.000 to KM 

     2.665(Tail off- taking at JLN Canal at KM 23.860-R, Estimated Cost of  

      Rs. 250.00 lakhs.

While deliberating on the Scheme it was felt that the project involves significant cost   component towards land acquisition and it may not be advisable at this stage to take up   the projects where land acquisition is inevitable and alternatives must be explored.Sh. S.L.Aggarwal, Member suggested that pipeline supply must be explored with sump and lift .The Chairman endorsed the idea and added that Pipe Supply would be a better alternative and also effectively achieve the intended objective by way of avoiding the apprehensions of theft in an open channel enroute.     

      The STC decide that CE, LCU may examine the option of underground pipe line using NP2 pipe with suitable diameter with Pump House. The project be submitted for discussion in the next STC meeting.
3.  Project for raising Jhajjar Disty. RD 0 to RD 67783, Rampura minor

RD 0 to 16234, Sikenderpur minor RD 0 to 14135 and remodeling of  Sikenderpur minor RD
 14135 to tail, 1-L, 2-L and 1-R Sikenderpur minor from RD 0 to tail with Estimated Cost of Rs. 790.25 lacs.

The scheme was deliberated in detail and the STC decided to approve the scheme 

for raising of Jhajjar Disty  0-17000 as proposed, other part of the Scheme Rampura minor RD  0 to 16234, Sikenderpur minor RD 0 to 14135 and remodeling of Sikenderpur minor RD 14135 to tail, 1-L, 2-L and 1-R Sikenderpur minor were also approved.  From RD 17000 onward, Jhajjar Disty it was decided that the revised and increased Capacity, may be approved by the CE, LCU. Existing/ pre-revised Capacity statement be put up in the next STC meeting.
4.     Project for Rehabilitation of damaged lining of JLN Feeder RD
   107000    to RD 164450 with Estimated Cost of Rs. 146695350/-.


The scheme was deliberated in detail and approved in-principal, as proposed. The Chairman decided that brick on edge with two layers of plaster similar to the Narwana Branch wings submitted may be adopted and the scheme of construction with third layer shown in the drawings submitted with the DPR must be dropped as un-necessary. The STC also decide that the scheme be proposed to NABARD for funding as the State Paln having limited budgetary options.

5. Project for installation of 10 no. Recharge Wells by flood water in District Sirsa Through public participation with the Estimated Cost of Rs. 12.50 lacs.







The Chairman was   of the opinion that the Design of recharge wells must be approved from the Central Ground water Board lest the complications, especially pollutants entering the sub-surface streams, put a question mark on the scheme at a later date. The project being in public domain and relying heavily on the stake-holder's participation, the STC decided that Public Opinion needs to be gathered as without their devoted participation the scheme may not bear intended fruits, observed the Members. The Chairman was categorical about the role of the department in Power Connection and decided that the connection has to be taken by the stakeholder' themselves and the department shall not participate in this act. However the department shall request the government to provide Power Connection to the stakeholder's on priority giving special exemptions in the FCFS Policy followed by the HVPN. SE Sirsa to have a dialogue with farmers and reframe scheme after opinion of CGW Board. 
6   Project for Rehabilitation of Ghaso Minor RD 0 to RD 9475 (Tail) with 
      Estimated Cost of Rs. 52.03 lacs.


The scheme was approved in principle with remarks that existing rectangular

      Estimate be re- framed to put up in next STC meeting.

7.  Project for Rehabilitation of the Barwala Branch RD 52500 to 139600
     With the Estimated Cost of Rs. 2373.53 lacs.


The scheme was deliberated in detail and Sh.S.L.Aggarwal, Member 
apprised the Committee that there is scientific literature available suggesting that        the losses in polythene lining is higher than the losses in brick-lining and thus latter should be a prefer option. He also desired that the discharge of Barwala Branch be   observed at four Different locations and actual loss assessment be made out. The Chairman desired that the proposed section of canal be checked with respect to the existing section between the reach RD 50000. It was decided that the study of losses be carried out SE/BWS circle Hissar and specific time and lining be decided accordingly. The STC decide accordingly desired that the project be re-examined and necessary steps taken by the BWS Unit and the project be submitted again in the next STC meeting. 

8   Project for constructing New Gangana Minor RD 0 to RD 1800 (Tail)  
     Off taking Butana Branch at RD 74310 with Estimated Cost of Rs. 19.68 
     Lacs.


Discussed and deleted.

 9.  Project of remodelling of Mirka Minor and Harita minor with  

       Estimated Cost of Rs. 123.98 lacs.


The Scheme was introduced in the meeting and the copies of the DPR were provided to the Committee Members during he meeting. The details were elucidated to the STC by the Sh.SL Aggarwal CE, BWS and Member STC .The Chairman decide to deffer the Scheme upon listening to the view expressed by the Memebrs of the STC. Chairman desired that since more capacity should be retained for future requirement and outlets be reset. Possibility be examined by field officers and observations be given by officers.
